+ The Local County Health Department will notify P N

the school for collaboration with contact tracing
and to identify close contacts.

+ Close contacts include persons within 6 ft. or
less for more than 10 minutes. Contact tracers
may also consider duration and proximity of
contact and other criteria in determining close
contacts

+ A close contact will be quarantined for 14 days
from the date of last exposure, advised to
monitor for symptoms, and recommend to get a
diagnostic test 5 days or more after exposure.

Contacts to positive
case can return to
school after 14 day
quarantine period.
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
